Dr. Ayello is a recognized expert on Pressure Ulcers around the world.  She has served on the executive board of the “World Union of Wound Healing Societies” (WUWHS) since 2004 and is the co-chairperson for the 3rd WUWHS World Conference to be held 2008 in Toronto, Canada.


    Dr. Ayello has been the recipient of many 


honors and awards (too numerous to list) the most recent was the Kosiak Award given by the 


National Pressure Ulcer Advisory Panel in February 2007.  She is the past president of NPUAP and has been on the board since 2002.


    Dr. Ayello has written 2 books, contributed chapters in 36 books and published over 200 journal articles and abstracts on skin care issues.  Her book “Wound Care Essentials: Practice Principles” received the AJN Book Of The Year Award in 2004.


   Dr. Ayello is the President of Ayello, Harris and Associates, Senior Advisor for the John A. Hartford Foundation Institute for Geriatric Nursing at New York University in NYC and is on the faculty of the University of Toronto International Wound Care Center and faculty for Excelsior College School of Nursing in Albany.


   Dr. Ayello was the chairperson for the New Jersey Hospital Association’s Collaborative to reduce the incidence of pressure ulcers from 2005 to 2007.  She is a much sought after speaker on the topic of Pressure Ulcers with over 300 presentations here and abroad.
